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Police Department Announces Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) and Citizen Police and Fire Academy Training
ROLLING MEADOWS, IL – Chief Steven Williams and The Rolling Meadows Police Department announced today that applications are being accepted for the second session of Community Emergency Response Team course for the 2007 year.  C.E.R.T. volunteers gain valuable knowledge and learn skills that can assist themselves, their families, their neighbors, or their co-workers in the event of a major disaster where Police and Fire responses may be hindered. 

The 22-hour course begins on Thursday, August 30th and continues one night a week until completion. Volunteers will learn about topics including disaster preparedness, fire & safety, medical operations, search & rescue, and disaster psychology.  The C.E.R.T. course culminates with a challenging “mock disaster” in which volunteers demonstrate the skills learned throughout the course.

C.E.R.T. attendees then continue their training by attending the Citizens Fire Academy and the Citizens Police Academy.  Both academies are nine hours each and also meet one night a week.  Police topics covering traffic enforcement, gang and drug crimes, crime scene investigation, use of force and defensive tactics, and range qualification are discussed and explored.  Fire topics include firefighting tools and equipment, tactics, hazardous materials, dive teams, and CPR/Medical.

The FREE course is structured and designed to accommodate both Rolling Meadows residents and members of the Rolling Meadows business community.  The positions for the course will be filled on a first come first served basis.
