The Premise Alert Program consists of 

a database of special needs citizens 

living, working, or attending 

educational facilities in the City of 

Rolling Meadows who voluntary 

supply the following information; the 

member’s name, date of birth, address, 

phone numbers, emergency 

notifications (family, friends, or clergy), 

medical alert information,  and pets in 

the home. 

Voluntary members will be required to 

complete an application form that will 

be updated every two years or when 

such information changes. 

Citizens 

electing to 

participate in 

the Premise 

Alert 

Program, 

providing special needs information 

will not be subject to any preferential 

treatment over any other citizen. 

How does  the  program 

help  you?  

The Premise Alert Program was developed to 

ensure that consistently high levels of public 

safety services are available to all members of 

the State, including people who may require 

special consideration in order to access services.  

The ability to identify special needs individuals, 

their places of employment, educational 

facilities, and residences are 

valuable resources in 

instances when or if an 

emergency response by law 

enforcement or fire 

protection personnel are 

needed.  When law 

enforcement or fire 

protection personnel are dispatched to a 

location in Rolling Meadows, the 

telecommunicator will relay any information 

about a special needs situation at that location.
